You all know quite a lot of English now. One day you'll speak it so well that you'll be
able to go to Britain for a holiday.

If you got to Britain you’ll need a passport or identity card, of course. If you don’t have
these documents they won't let you into the country.

Now let’s think about how you'll get there. How could you travel?

You can fly from Hamburg to Heathrow. That takes just over an hour.

Can you find Heathrow on the map?

It will be faster if you fly. But if you fly you won’t see very much, will you?

You’ll see much more if you go by train and ferry. And, of course, if you go that way
it'll be cheaper.

If you can’t afford the flight you'll probably go to Britain by train and ferry. Let's see
which way you can go.

That will take one and a half hours if you go by normal ferry. But if you go by
hovercraft it will only take half an hour.
